While manufacturing in England is important to
John Smedley, so is the provenance of their
high-quality luxury fibres. In 1995 they began a
unique sourcing programme with a specially
selected number of wool growers in New
Zealand which they still maintain today. It means
they have complete control and traceability for
their merino wool knitwear and its provenance. 

John Smedley makes a conscious effort to
ensure that all their operations are as
environmentally friendly as possible – whilst
maintaining their compulsory demands for high
quality and providing the highest possible levels
of functionality. This is the case right down to
the minute details; their recyclable packaging is
just one element of this.
